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Programming the remote for use with the Innovative Systems SML-5112W Set Top Boxes and your TV. 

 

Step 1: Program the remote for the Set Top Box. 
Simultaneously hold the SET UP Button and the Blue B square button until the 
CABLE POWER button blinks twice and then release both buttons. 
The Remote is now ready to control the set top box. 
 
Step 2: Program the remote to use with your TV. 
 
Note:  The remote control is provided to control the set top box and may not be 
able to control all brands of TVs or all functions of your TV. 
 
Method One: 
These codes are used to quickly program the TV device key for popular TV brands. 

1. Turn on your TV. 
2. Press and Hold the SET UP button until device button blinks twice and 

then release. 
3. Press and release the TV POWER button. 
4. Point the remote at your device.  Press and hold the digit corresponding 

to your TV brand, until your TV turns off and then release. 
(Usually happens very quickly) 
The remote should now be programmed for your TV.

Method Two: 

1. Turn on your TV. 
2. Press and hold the SET UP button until device button blinks twice and 

then release. 
3. Press and release the TV POWER button. 
4. Press and hold the OK/SELECT Button until your TV turns off then release. 

The remote should now be programmed for your TV. 
 
Method Three: 

1. Turn on your TV. 
2. Press and release the TV POWER button. 
3. Press and hold the SET UP button until it blinks twice and then release. 
4. Use the “Method Three Setup Codes” listed on page 2 to locate the TV 

brand name and then enter the first four-digit code for your TV brand. 
5. Press the TV POWER button to see if your TV turns off.  If so the remote is 

programmed for your TV. 
6. If your TV does not turn off, repeat steps 2 through 5 using the next code 

for your TV brand.
